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These reports of the Kansas State Mine Inspector mostly concern coa mining, though by 1929 the scope of the
reports broadens to include metal mines. The content of individual reports will vary. The reports address mining
laws and mining districts; industry production and earnings; fatal and non-fatal accidents; accident investigations
and transcripts of oral interviews; labor strikes; mine locations; mining companies and operators; and proceedings
of mining conventions. The reports document the political, economic, social, and environmental impacts of more
than seventy years of mining in southeastern Kansas.

FATAL ACCIDENTS DURING THE YEAR 1934

1. Nicholas Schneidt, miner, was instantly killed January 25, 1934, at the
Home Riverside Coal Company mine in Leavenworth county, by a brushing
shot in his roadway. From all indications the man was standing in front of
the shot when it went off. His body was found by fellow workers who went
in search of him when he failed to arrive home at the usual time. Mr. Schneidt
was 68 years of age and is survived by his widow and one son. (Investigation
by Miller.)

2. Roy Demaire was severely injured about 2 p. m., February 2, 1934, at
the R. & S. strip mine in Neosho county. Mr. Demaire was employed as
fireman on the shovel, but was shooting rock ahead of the shovel at the time
of the accident. He lit a shot in the rock and before he could get away the
shot exploded, injuring his right arm so that it was necessary to amputate it.
Mr. Demaire was taken to the hospital, where he died on February 9, 1934.
(Investigation by Glennon.)

3. Delbert Johnson, age 21, was fatally injured at the Pittsburg-Midway
Coal Company’s mine No. 15, about 8 p. m., February 12, 1934. Mr. Johnson
was employed as a yardman and was dropping an empty railroad car down
to the tipple when the accident occurred. He was found by a switch crew,
who heard his cry for help. He was lying on his back with his right foot
caught at the ground rail, and the wheels of the railroad car had passed over

his right hip. He was taken to the hospital where he died a few hours later -

from internal injuries. (Investigation by Shaw.)

4. Roy Lake, age 47 years, was fatally injured at a strip pit on the south
end of the George Mertz Lease at Kirkwood, about 10:30 a. m., May 25, 1934.
Mr. Lake was stripping dead coal, along with John Ginser of Kirkwood, at
odd times. They both work on P.W.A. relief work, and this day Mr. Ginser
was working on the relief work so was not with Mr. Lake at the time of the
accident. John Ginser, Jr., 12, a son of Mr. Ginser, had loaded up a small
wagon of about 500 pounds of coal and had taken it to Mr, Lake’s home, less
than a mile away. When he returned to the pit he found Mr, Lake under a
large clod of clay that would weigh at least two tons. Mr, Lake had evidently
been mining in this clay on top of the coal when the clod rolled over on him,
crushing him to death. (Investigation by Glennon.)

5. Harry L. Yarber, miner, was injured about 10 a. m., July 12, 1934, at
Mine No. 24 of the Western Coal & Mining Company. Mr. Yarber ran a
splinter in his right hand while setting a prop in his room in the 7W straight
entry off the main south, which four days later caused lockjaw. Mr. Yarber
was taken to the hospital, where he died July 18, 1934. He was 51 years of
age and is survived by his widow and seven children. (Investigation by
Delplace.) i

6. Louis Levra, miner, was severely injured by a rock fall about 9 a. m,
September 21, 1934, in the outside room off the 8W straight entry at Wilbert
& Schreeb Coal Company’s mine No. 4." Mr. Levra was in the act of shoveling
coal when a pot-rock fell, pinning him to the floor. He suffered a broken right
thigh and other injuries to his back and chest. Mr, Levra was taken to the
hospital, where he died September 26, 1934. (Investigation by Shaw.)

7. John Cosner, 48 years of age, was fatally injured at the Pittsburg-Midway
Coal Mining Company’s mine No. 15 tipple about 1 p. m., September 13,
1934. Mr. Cosner was employed as a carpenter and was bolting walk boards
on the coal washer when he either became unbalanced or the scaffold slipped,
and he fell a distance of 26 feet to the ground floor. He suffered a skull
fracture, pelvie injury and possibly internal injuries. Mr. Cosner was a
widower and is survived by three daughters. (Investigation by Glennon.)

8. Adolph Smith, miner, was severely injured about 4 p. m, October 5,
1934, at the McGrath Coal Company mine near Pittsburg. Mr. Smith was
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tamping a shot, when the shot exploded prematurely, injuring him severely
about the head and shoulders. He was taken to the hospital, where he died
about 9 p. m. Mr. Smith was 47 years of age and is survived by his wife and
five children. (Investigation by Glennon.)

0. Ivan Bogina, machine helper, was seriously injured about 6:30 p. m.,
October 29, 1934, at Sheridan Coal Company’s mine No. 21. The aceident
occurred in the straight east back entry in room No. 2. The machine man, in
taking the machine in the room, had “apparently dragged a short rail, about
four feet long, up to the face of the room. When the machine was started,
the picks on the cutter-bar caught the rail and threw it, striking Mr. Bogina
on d:e right side of the head. Mr. Bogina was taken to the hospital, where
he died about 10 p. m. from injuries to his head. He was 25 years of age and
is survived by his widow and one child. (Investigation by Delplace.)

10. Antone Delesega, miner, age 51 years, was fatally injured by a rock
fall about 8:30 a. m., November 2, 1934, at the Imperial Fuel Company mine
near Cherokee. Mr. Delesega was in the act of loading a car of coal when a
rock mesasuring 6 feet long, 4 feet wide and 10 inches thick in the center fell
on him. Mr. Delesega died about fifteen minutes after he was taken from
under the rock. He is survived by his widow and four grown children.

11. William Worthington, miner, was seriously injured by fall of rock about
2 p. m., November 15, 1934, at the Dittman-Wachter Coal Company’s mine.
The accident occurred in room No. 3 in the 2S, about 125 feet from the
entry. Mr. Worthington’s injuries consisted of two broken ribs and an injury
to his spine. He was taken to the hospital, where he died December 10,
1034, (Investigation by Delplace.)

12. Joe Benorthen, miner, was fatally injured on the morning of December
9, 1934, at the Labor Exchange mine in Osage county. Mr. Benorthen went to
this mine Sunday morning without the knowledge of the other men at this
mine, to cut over a room. He asked William Carney, the mine boss, Saturday
evening, if he could come in Sunday and cut over the room and Mr. Carney
states that he told him not to come to the mine Sunday as there would be
no one else there that day and he did not want him working in the mine
alone. When Mr. Benorthen did not return home by 3 p. m., his wife went to
the William Roes home and reported that he was working in the mine alone.
Mr. Benorthen was found dead in the first west entry, in the last room turned
going north. He was covered up with about 1,500 lbs. of brushing slate, and
had been dead several hours when he was found at 3:30 p. m. Mr. Benorthen
was 65 years of age and is survived by his wife and three grown children.
(Investigation by Miller.)

Summary of Metal Mine Report

The total production of the metal mines and tailing mills in the state of
Kansas, for 1934, was 76,305 tons of zine and 10,069 tons of lead, or a total
production of 86,374 tons.

There were 30 metal mines operating during 1934; however, the produection
from two of these mines was not reported, but the amount would be small.
These mines worked an average of 114 days and employed 3,357 men. Amount
of dynamite used was 1,137,249 pounds. Two fatal and 382 nonfatal accidents
occurred. The production from these mines was 65,638 tons of zine and 10,002
tons of lead.

The tailings mill production was 10667 tons of zinc and 67 tons of lead.
The four mills worked an average of 134 days and employed 108 men. The
amount of dynamite used was 26,800 pounds. Nonfatal accidents reported, 22.

Fatal Accidents, Metal Mines, During Year 1934

1. Mr. G. Heeps, machine helper, was killed by fall of rock at the Beck
Mining Company’s mine No. 3, at 7:40 a. m., February 15, 1934. The roof
trimmer was pulling down a rock and Mr. Heeps started to go directly under
the rock. He was cautioned to not go under the rock, and he started to go
around to one side, when the rock fell. The rock broke as it fell, striking him
just about at the hips. Mr. Heeps died in about twenty minutes. He was 35
years of age, and is survived by his widow and three children. (Investigation
by Glennon.)

2. Mr. Jas. D. Mowrey, machine man, was killed by a rock fall about 9
p. m. June 12, 1934, at the north shaft of the Federal Jarett Mining and
Smelting Company. Mr. Mowrey was evidently loading a shot when the rock
fell, hitting him on the back of the head and fracturing his skull. The rock
would weigh about 60 ibs. Mr. Mowrey was 56 years of age and is survived
by his widow and three children. (Investigation by Glennon.)
