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Report of Coal Mine Inspection Department

The total coal production for the state of Kansas for the year 1935 was
2,773,450 tons, an increase of 222,766 tons over the 1934 production. Of this
amount, 1,800,906 tons were produced from strip mines and 972,544 tons from
deep, slope and drift mines.

There were 193 deep, slope and drift mines and 63 strip mines in operation
during 1935, a total of 266 mines. These mines gave employment to 4,253 men,
of which number 3,041 were employed in the deep mines and 1212 employed
in the strip mines. The mines worked an average of 113 days during the year.
The total amount of explosives used was 25474 kegs of powder, 404,518 pounds
of dynamite and 1,220,265 pounds of pellet powder. There were nine fatal acci-
dents during the year, and 324 nonfatal accidents were reported.

The Crawford county strip mines again rank first in coal production. There
were 28 strip mines in operation, which employed 786 men and produced
1,311,635 tons, a decrease of 12473 tons from last vear's production. The
mines worked an average of 111 days for the vear. The amount of explosives
used was 5496 kegs of powder, 226,460 pounds of dynamite and 366,380 pounds
of pellet powder. Two fatal aceidents occurred, and 101 nonfatal accidents were
reported.

Crawford county deep mines rank second in coal production. Sixty-two
mines produced 678,990 tons, an increase of 164,038 tons over the previous
year's production. These mines worked an average of 121 days and employed
1,581 men. The amount of explosives used was 16,091 kegs of powder, 115,017
pounds of dynamite and 667,150 pounds of pellet powder. Six fatal accidents
occeurred, and 189 nonfatal accidents were reported.

Cherokee county strip mines produced 427,925 tons, an increase of 60,173
tons, although there was a decrease in the number of mines in operation.
There were 204 men employed by the seven strip mines, which worked an
average of 111 days. A total of 314 kegs of powder, 41,150 pounds of dynamite
and 119,035 pounds of pellet powder were used at these mines. Twenty-nine
nonfatal accidents were reported.

Cherokee county deep mines showed a decrease in production and number
of mines in operation. The production from the 43 mines was 69,882 tons,
a decrease of 22963 tons. These mines worked an average of 101 days and
employed 229 men. The amount of explosives used was 3,090 kegs of powder,
3,461 pounds of dynamite and 23,327 pounds of pellet powder.

Two small mines operated in Atchison county and one each in Douglas
and Jefferson counties, which produced a total of 680 tons and employed 14
men. Three of these mines were abandoned before the end of the year.

Bourbon county mines also showed an inecrease in production for the year.
There were five strip mines in this county, which produced 19,161 tons and
employed 37 men. These mines worked an average of 145 days. The amount
of explosives used was 185 pounds of dynamite and 1,000 pounds of pellet
powder. One nonfatal accident was reported.

Two deep and two strip mines operating in Coffey county produced 2,495
tons and employed 24 men. These mines worked an average of 62 days. They
used 450 pounds of dynamite.

Franklin county mines produced 23,979 tons, an increase over last year's
production. There were eight deep and one strip mine in operation, which
worked an average of 151 days and employed 93 men. These mines used
1,750 pounds of dynamite.

Labette county strip mines also showed an increase in production. Four
strip mines produced 15,507 tons. These mines worked an average of 154 days
and employed 25 men. They used 35 kegs of powder, 220 pounds of dynamite
and 2,900 pounds of pellet powder. ;

Leavenworth county produced 104,712 tons from the four deep mines in
operation. These mines worked an average of 153 days and employed 505
men. They used 3,400 pounds of dynamite,

Linn eounty showed an increase in the number of mines and production
for 1935. Twelve deep and two strip mines produced 24807 tons. These
mines employed 133 men and worked an average of 115 days for the year.
They used 448 kegs of powder, 1,115 pounds of dynamite and 39973 pounds
of pellet powder. One nonfatal accident was reported.

Osage county produced 91,177 tons from 39 deep and 13 strip mines. These
mines worked an average of 102 days and employed 547 men and used 10,660
pounds of dynamite and 500 pounds of pellet powder. One fatal accident
oceurred during the year, and three nonfatal accidents were reported.

There were 14 mines in Neosho county, all of which were small drift mines
and worked only during the fall and winter months, These mines are worked
by individuals, who pay from 75 cents to $1 per week to the landowner for
the privilege of mining and selling the coal. These mines produced 1,000 tons
of coal and gave employment to 45 men.

Wilson county mines are all small drift mines, with the exception of one
steam-shovel mine, and are operated in the same manner as Neosho county
mines. The production from the five drift mines and one strip mine was 1,500
tons. These mines worked an average of 125 days and employed 30 men.
