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These reports of the Kansas State Mine Inspector mostly concern coa mining, though by 1929 the scope of the
reports broadens to include metal mines. The content of individual reports will vary. The reports address mining
laws and mining districts; industry production and earnings; fatal and non-fatal accidents; accident investigations
and transcripts of oral interviews; labor strikes; mine locations; mining companies and operators; and proceedings
of mining conventions. The reports document the political, economic, social, and environmental impacts of more
than seventy years of mining in southeastern Kansas.

FATAL ACCIDENTS DURING 1940

1. James Harry Broadhust, 49-year-old coal miner, was fatally burned Janu-
ary 10, 1940, about 2 p.m. at the Williams Town Coal Company. The acei-
dent oceurred in the first east of the first south room number 4, fifty feet from
the face of the room, when Mr. Broadhust was in the act of preparing powder
for a shot which was being drilled fifty feet away at the face of the room. The
fourteen sticks of pellet powder were either set off by a spark from a cigarette
or by his lamp.

2. Frank Thomas, 55-yvear-old electric-shovel engineer, was fatally injured
at the Clemens Coal Company, January 9, 1940, about 1 p.m. Mr. Thomas
was ten feet from the ground on a ladder; he was climbing down the ladder
when a lump of coal fell from a passing trip of loaded cars, striking him on
the head and shoulders. He was rushed to a hospital, where it was believed
he would recover, until his relapse Thursday, January 18. Mr. Thomas died
January 19, 1040, at 1:50 p.m. He is survived by his widow, two sisters, and
four brothers. ;

3. William 8. Anderson, 75 years of age, night watchman at the Mackie-
Clemens Coal Company No. 22, was instantly killed on March 15, 1940, be-
tween the hours of 8 p.m. and 12 p. m., when de drove his car off a forty-foot
pit while making his usual round of the shovel. While driving down the pit
the next morning at 5:05 a.m., Mr. Newton Lewis, the pit foreman, found
Mr. Anderson in the wrecked car. The distance from the main road to the
pit is sixty feet; tracks of the car showed Mr. Anderson drove off into the pit.
Survivors are his widow and one son.

4. Frank Payonk, 50-year-old miner, was instantly killed May 8, 1940, about
8 a.m., at the Western Coal and Mining Company, Mine No. 24. Mr. Payonk
was shoveling in the sixth east off the fifth north of the main east, the last
room turned at the face, when a rock measuring nine feet long, three to four
feet wide, and one foot to twenty inches thick, fell, crushing him as he stood
near the face of the room. Survivors include his widow, three sons, and a
daughter.

5. Clyde T. Large, 38 years of age, was killed instantly at the Dauben Coal
Company, October 29, 1940, about 12:30 p.m., when the dipper, the gears of
which he was oiling, settled into the soft ground crushing Mr. Large as he
stood between the dipper sticks and one of the large gears. Survivors include
his widow and five children.

SUMMARY OF METAL-MINE REPORT

The total production of lead and zine from the metal mines and tailing mills
in the state of Kansas for the year 1940, was 86,823 tons, a decrease of 30519
tons, as compared with 1939.

There were 49 mines in operation during the year, in which 1,826 men were
employed. These mines produced 68,909 tons of zine, and 12,862 tons of lead.
The men worked an average of 116 days, and used 1,262,665 pounds of dyna-
mite. Four fatal accidents occurred during the year. There were 185 lost-time
accidents, and 756 lost-no-time accidents, making a total of 941 nonfatal acci-
dents. :

The four tailing mills in operation during the year produced 5,052 tons of
zine; no lead was produced. One hundred thirty seven (137) men were em-
ployed, and worked an average of 139 days. There were no fatal nor nonfatal ®
accidents. (Investigated by W. E. Buttram.)

P FATAL ACCIDENTS, METAL MINES, 1940

1. Ralph David Jones, Wilberton, Kan., was fatally injured February 1,
1940, at the Mid-Continent Lead & Zinc Company, northwest of Treece, Kan.,
when a small slab, about 4 feet wide, 8 feet long, and 24 inches thick, fell
7 feet, striking him on the head and body.

2. Harold Graham, Columbus, Kan., was fatally injured June 15, 1940, at
the Dines Mill Shaft, Treece, Kan., when a slab 20 feet long, 12 feet wide,
and 4 to 20 inches thick, fell, striking and inflicting bodily injuries to Mr.
Graham. (Investigated by W. E. Buttram.)

3. Charley Jobes, 53 years of age, was fatally injured at the Linco Lead
Company, on July 27, 1940, about 6:30 p. m. Charley Jobes and George Dixon
had been pumping the water out of the mine and were sitting at the mouth of
the mine when Jobes struck a match to light a eigarette, eausing an explosion.
Jobes was instantly killed, due to a skull fracture, body bruises and burns on
the face, chest, and arms. Mr. Dixon was badly injured. (Investigated by
John Delplace.)

4. Mr. Ward (Pete) Webster, 25 years of age, was fatally injured Novem-
ber 28, 1940, about 9 a.m., at the Acme Mining Company, shaft No. 5, Waco
District, when 1,000 pounds of rock fell 50 feet from the roof of the drift.
Mr. Webster's death was due to shock and hemorrhage. (Investigated by
W. E. Buttram.)

8 a.m. on August 19, 1940, the mine rescue station superintendent was called
to Cherokee to administer oxygen to Proctor Hinkle. Mr. Hinkle was suffering
from a spine injury and no hope was held for his recovery. Oxygen and in-
halator were used on Mr. Hinkle ta give him relief until his death, which

occurred September 6, 1940.

Mr. Cartwright held classes in first-aid training in Columbus, Scammon, and
Pittsburg, and instructed a total of sixty-one (61) men in first aid. Ten (10)
men have received additional first-aid training.
