SUMMARY OF METAL-MINE REPORT

FIRST HALF OF 1946

The total production of lead and zinc from the metal-mines and tailing-mills
in the state of Kansas for the first half of the year ending June 30, 1946, was
42 856 tons.

There were 49 metal-mines in operation during the first half of the year, in
which 1,161 men worked an average of 132 days, and used 1,070,550 pounds of
dynamite. One fatal accident oecurred, 79 lost-time accidents, and 341 no-lost-
time accidents, making a total of 420 nonfatal accidents. ’

The five tailing-mills in operation during the first half of the year produced
2,599 tons of zinc and 14 tons of lead, a total of 2,613 tons. There were 98 men
employed who worked an average of 113 days. There were no fatal accidents,
but there were eight lost-time accidents, and two no-lost-time acecidents, making
a total of 10 nonfatal accidents.
