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These reports of the Kansas State Mine Inspector mostly concern coa mining, though by 1929 the scope of the
reports broadens to include metal mines. The content of individual reports will vary. The reports address mining
laws and mining districts; industry production and earnings; fatal and non-fatal accidents; accident investigations
and transcripts of oral interviews; labor strikes; mine locations; mining companies and operators; and proceedings
of mining conventions. The reports document the political, economic, social, and environmental impacts of more
than seventy years of mining in southeastern Kansas.

FATAL ACCIDENTS FIRST HALF 1948

1. Clarence G. Barr, age 59, a miner, was killed instantly by a fall of rock
at the Square Deal Coal Co. about 8:00 a. m.

The rock measured 8 feet long, 3 feet wide, and from 1 foot in the center
to a feather edge. The room was well timbered. Mr. Barr had just finished
loading a car of coal and pushed it to the entry, and was back in the room
fixing his track when the rock fell, pinning him to the floor.

He was rescued by fellow workmen and brought to the surface where
Doctor Rinehart examined him and pronounced him dead. The body was
taken to the Siple Funeral Home at Arma. Mr, Barr is survived by a daugh-
ter and four brothers. (Investigated by John Delplace.)
