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COROW AND JAP TONGUES AKIN.

The Two Langomages Have Many Words
in Common—How Is It?
| From the New York Times.

“It is not generally known that the
Crow Indian language is very much akin
to that of the Japanese,” said Colonel S.
C. Reynolds, government agent at the
Crow Indian agency, who has been in
Sheridan making arrangements for the
opening of 134 million acres of the Crow
reservation to settlement during the last
two weeks in June.

“That an Indian tribe 2,000 miles from
the coast should have many words in com—
mon with a nation on the other side of
the earth is most remarkable and opcm
a line of theory and research upon which
ethnologists and linguists can spend much
time and study.

“Over on the Crow reservation, near
the Custer battle ficld, lives a negro
named Smoky Smoky was born on the
reserve,
| Crow tribe, so he is an Indian. He talks
| the Indian language better than he does
| English. Smoky always works around
the agency and usually for the Indian
agent,

“Last year I had a Japanese cook at
the agency. Several days after he came
to work for me three ‘Jap’ section men
from the Burlington railroad’s g'tng came
one evening to see my cook. They were
in the kitchen jabbering away when
Smoky came in.

“A few minutes later the negro came’—
into my library and told me the ‘Japs’
were talking Crow instead of their own
language. At that time I could speak In-
dian only in a limited way, but T went
into the kitchen and asked my cook (who
could speak Inglish) about it.
surprise I found that Smoky was part];
correct and that many of the Japanese
words were used in the Crow language
with identically the same meaning, I am
not enough of an ethnologist to say where
these identical words came from, m'
| whether or not the Crows and the Jap-
anese had a common origin, but it is a
curious fact that these languages are very
much alike.”
