Dear Sir:
We have your letter of February 19th relative to the

disposing of the reactor cow reported in the recént test
of yowr herd,

Since this animal is so close to calving time it would be
advisable, 1t seems, to hold her for the calf she is

carrying. By teking the calf away from the cow immediately
after it is dropped you would at least be the calf ahead

and the health of your herd would be in nowise affected if
you are fixed so that you can kKeop her separated from the
other animals. If you wish to handle the case in this manner
it will be all righ% with this department. You can write us
your décision on the matter.

As to killing the animal on your premises will say that in
order for you to collect your federal indemnity the report of
post mortem findings has to be filed with the Bureau office.
Because of this condition it will probably be best for all
concerned to ship the cow in to market where federal in-
spectors are maintained all the time. If the cow is in good
condition and does not prove generally infected she should
more than pay shipping and seles expense and there would be

2 minimum of time required in her disposition.
