Dear Mr. Mercer;

Following telephone concersation
late Saturday evening I drove tc Tescott where one
S.-M. Scott is having trouble with calves shipped
from the Kansas City yards.

Mr Scott has some over 500 head
of jcalves and two year olds. About thirty days ago
he shipped from Kansas City 153 head of short yearlings.
Fe immediately vaccinated for hemerrhagie, Dr. Sorrensen
being his veterinardan,the third day several calves
woere sick and later more. Eight died of hemorrhagic.
Last Wednesday he shipped 151 from Kansas City and
saveral were sick when they were unloaded at Tescotts
These he also vaccinated and now has ten sick with the
probability of loosing half of them.

It seems that recently Mr. Scott
had quite a discussion with his Gommission firm and
some speculators in the yards with reference sanitary
conditions and also in the matter of allowing the
speculators to buy up all available stocker stuff
and in many instances keep them until they were stale,
out of condition ahd diseased. His greatest grevience
is the fact that it is impossible for him to buy a
decent loat of-calves fresh and firat handed. He said
that more than 150 calves were lost in his county last
year because of insanitary yards at ¥ansas @ity and
because of speculators holding them too long. Mr Scott
seems to be a big operator and does a lot of business
with the Kansas City yards but he says that he has
bought his last head there until scme change is made.
And adds that they can live without him but that he
can do the same. I have tried to sum up Mr. Scotts
feelings in the paragraph, and that was his real
reason for wanting to talk to you persomally. While
he is havdng a loss in the calves he feods that all
is being done ‘that really can be under the circumsttances.
He is desirsous of having you communicate with him in
the matten.

For two years he has had some calves
shipped from Denver in bad weather and says no loss
hsa ever occored.

Dear Sir:

In accordance with your letter of
recent date, I have made an inspection and
investigation of the Horse and llule sales
barn here, in connection with Distemper or
Shippipg Fever.

Ur. Team advises me that the horses
purchased by the Adjutant Generasl's devart-
ment had been on the premises about ten days,
during which time they had been vaceinated
twice, as is their custom where animals are
kept at the barn for several days. This pur-
chase was made from a string of horses of
which about fifteen head still remain here.
The remaining horses show some evidence of
going through a mild form of Shipning Fever,
but there has been nc fatilities.

I am advised that there has only
been three deaths at the mule barns here
since September lst, and all three were due
to Pnuemonia. The mule barns here have on
feed three to five hundred head of horses
and mules all the time and there is more or
less sickness developning in these animals
from time to time, however this fall and at
the present time there is very little sickness
at the sales barn.

Recognizing the danger of disease con-
ditions developing as a result of the number
ofanimals that pass through the sales ring
every week, the mansgement has nrovided eguip-
ment for disinfection,end this is earried out
once each week ever the entire premises. It
is felt that this practice keeps disease con-
ditions st a minimum.
